WOW FACTS 
 

  I was riding the bus not long ago  and saw this 

ad:  òMoscow transit system transports 6.5 

million people a dayó.  

  WOW! I thought.  And this is not including the 

Moscow Metro system.  So I did a little research  

to see what the metro was up to . 

  About 7 million  people travel by metro eve ry 

day and this figure increases up to 9 million  on 

week days.   Itõs the worldõs highest figure. 

   The metro consists of 12 lines  with the total 

length of 292.2 kms ., its 176 stations  serve almost 

10 thousand trains. The rolling stock of 4.5 

thousand  cars  forms over 500 trains.  Average 

daily number of passengers per station amounts 

to 50 thousand  people. Our station , Rechnoy 

Vokzal, serv es 100-150 thousand  passengers 

daily.  

  OK, letõs put this into perspective.  My home 

town is Reno, Nevada.  I found onl ine that the 

population of the Reno/Sparks area is 285,601.  

Wow, ok, the entire population of Nevada is 

1,998,257.   So, the Moscow metro system 

transports 3.5 to 4.5 times the entire population 

of Nevada in one day , or, 24.5 to 31.5 times the 

population of the Reno area in one day .   

  How about Florida?  Ft. Lauderdaleõs 

population is 152,397 and Florida itself 

16,713,149.  So the Moscow metro serves 45.9 to 

59 times the population of FTL every day and 

about Ĳ of the entire population of Florida.
